Graduate Student Regalia and Hooding Information Video Transcript

Hi! We’re the grad school staff. Congratulations!  You have made it to commencement!

In this video, we’re going to show you how to wear  your regalia. The regalia, including the gown,  
0:12
hood, and cap or tam, symbolize the wearer's  academic achievements and status. The hooding  
0:18
ceremony specifically honors the graduate's  transition to a higher level of scholarship.

First, let’s talk about what each piece  is. Starting with the master level regalia.

This is the gown. Be sure to put your arms  through the holes and not in the sleeves.

Your hood has two colored sections.  The velvet top color signifies your  
0:40
academic discipline. Each discipline  has its own specific color. The  
0:44
satin inner colors represent your  institution, Appalachian State.

Your hood goes over your head  to lay on your shoulders.  
0:53
The tapered end of the hood with the cord  loop should be at the front of your neck  
0:57
with the velvet trim visible. At the front  is the loop which you can attach to a button  
1:02
on your shirt or secure inside your gown if  you wish to keep the hood from sliding down.

Make sure you flip the velvet under in  the back to show off both colors. Then,

if you like, you can fasten the loop on  the button halfway down the hood. Pro tip:

Having help from a friend makes this much easier!

Last, look for the words “front of cap”  inside your cap and put it on. Your tassel  
1:28
should be on the left side, because you’ve  already completed your bachelor’s degree
1:33
Moving to the doctoral regalia, you’ll see  that the gown looks slightly different with  
1:37
velvet material and chevrons on the sleeves  to represent the different levels of degree
1:42
This item is called a doctoral tam. It is  
1:45
velvet with a tassel. Like the master  regalia, the tassel is worn on the left.

Doctoral candidates will be hooded  at the commencement ceremony on the  
1:54
stage. In this section of the video,  we will demonstrate hooding with  
1:58
the specifics of what will occur for  doctoral candidates at commencement.

Before you go on stage, please be sure that  you check to see that the cord loop has been  
2:07
unwound from the button midway up the hood  so the hood will easily slip over your head.
2:14
Doctoral candidates should approach the stage  with their hood draped over their right arm.  
2:18
The velvet trim should be closer  to their elbow and the front loop  
2:22
should be visible on the outer side of their arm.
2:26
When the candidate enters the stage, they  should hand their marching order card,  
2:31
which they will receive at commencement check-in,  
2:33
to the speaker at the podium. This is what  will be used to read the candidate’s name.
2:39
Next, the student walks to the center  of the stage to stand beside the Dean  
2:43
of the Graduate School and their name  will be read. Their dissertation chair  
2:47
will follow or move to the candidate’s  side if they are already on the stage.  
2:51
The candidate should extend their  arm so the Dean can take the hood. 
2:58
Dean Colquitt and the candidate’s dissertation  chair will conduct the hooding. Once the hood is  
3:02
on, Dean Colquitt will come behind the student to  make sure the garment is laying properly and then  
3:06
move back beside the candidate for a picture.  The candidate can then receive congratulations  
3:11
from their dissertation chair with a handshake or  hug and can turn to Dean Colquitt for a handshake.

Finally, you will walk towards the other end  of the stage where the Dean of your college  
3:21
will hand you your diploma cover. Pause  for a brief moment then exit the stage.
